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Enhance Collaborative Curriculum Planning:

Encourage more collaborative cfforts in curriculum planning to address the 10.41% of
students who expressed a desire for increased collaboration.

Establish forums or committees where students can actively participate in the
curriculum planning process.

Improve Value-Added Courses:

Address the concerns of the 21% of students who feel that value-added courses do not
improve professional skills. Consider revising the content, format, or delivery methods
of these courses based on specific feedback.

Enrich Knowledge and Skill Opportunities:

Devise strategies to increase the opportunities for enriching knowledge and skill,
particularly for the 28% of students who believe that the current curriculum is lacking
in this aspect.

Enhance Familiarization with Different School Systems:
Explore ways to further expose students to different school systems, considering the
9% who disagree with the current opportunities provided by the curriculum.,

Strengthen Professionally Relevant Experiences:
Continue efforts to provide professionally relevant understanding and curriculum

experiences during the program, maintaining the satisfaction of the 70% of students
who strongly agree.

Syllabus Improvement in Specific Courses:

Focus on the 25% of students who feel that the syllabus of core courses needs
improvement and the 13% who suggest improvements [or pedagogic courses. Gather
detailed feedback from students to identify specific areas for enhancement
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
